Hello Steve, 
  
Thank You very much for the telephone call  on 19 May 2012 and comprehending our need for pigeons as an important 
part of our "100 Years of Military Communication in Hamilton" display in Gage Park, in Hamilton, over the Canada Day 
weekend. 
    I would also like to acknowledge the help and enthusiasm of John Black, Stan Burdzinski and Voyo Radoman for 
getting the word out and making this contact with Steve Walsh of the Racing Pigeon Association possible. 
  
From our conversation, I understand that the Racing Pigeon Association has a special loft for promotional displays. The 
loft measures approximately 4 ft x 6 ft x 6 ft high..It needs to be sheltered in case of an inclement weather. The heat 
does not bother the pigeons. Along with the loft, you would like to display 3 associated posters depicting the history and 
importance of pigeons in WW1 and WWII. It requires 4 people to set up the loft. This can be done before opening on 30 
June. 
  
I also understand that your good intentions to help us and to promote the Racing Pigeon Association are dependent on 
volunteers to manage the loft between 10 AM - 8 PM on 30 June 2012 and 1 July 2012. Since this event is right in the 
middle of your busy racing season, this may present a problem.  
  
Steve, if I missed some important point, please let me know. If there are other requirements and needs that should be 
considered, please let me know. If we are unable to accommodate the loft inside the "drash" tent, we will set up a 
secondary tent beside it.

May 21, 2012 at the Electrical Workers Hall (611 Silvercreek Parkway North, Guelph) 
bring birds at 11. Lunch at 12 noon. Auction starts at 1 

!!!SOMETHING NEW!!! 
The young bird purchased at this auction with the best race record resulting in the 
lowest coefficient as calculated by the CRPU program will WIN THE AWARD! 
The AWARD, will be 20% of the total proceed of the sale split equally between the 
breeder or donator of the bird, and the flyer of the bird. Example, 50 birds are 
donated and sold for an average of 100$ each for a total of 5000$. THE AWARD is 
20% or 1000$.
